m  We discussed selecting a GA date and associated Livestream date target,
bearing in mind:
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e We have agreed delivery of Jakarta EE 9 on or before Livestream
date is important
Livestream will be scheduled based on our target GA date
We have agreed that once a new Livestream date is announced,
we will not change the Livestream date

e Therefore, we should select the new Jakarta EE 9 GA date target
with reasonable confidence
Must decide on a GA data and Livestream date (pair) by Sept 11
It is possible there may be more ability to demo compatible
full/web profile implementations if the date is later, and perhaps
implementations with individual specs (e.g. Servlet)
It is also acceptable to do a “dark release” prior to Dec 8
The consensus was to defer the decision of a Livestream date to
Sept 1 or Sept 8. The Livestream data can be selected the week
of Sept 8.
