o Will be discussed at the Spec Committee meeting
e Contributing GF 4.X Japanese documentation
o Oracle is working on contributing OLH and man pages
e Sonatype/Nexus Pro license
o Sonatype said they were willing to host an instance with the required retention
period
o David and EF will coordinate follow up with Sonatype
